While I understand the need to park 
on the street periodically or for guests to 
do so, I've noticed over the last few years 
an increase in the number of residents 
who park on the street on a consistent  
basis.  In particular, there has been an 
increase in the street parking near inter-
sections and on curves in the road - some-
thing that is much more dangerous.  Per-
sonally, I've had to stop abruptly or 
swerve to avoid an oncoming vehicle that 
has been forced to go around parked cars 
far too frequently.  A couple of areas in 
the neighborhood I encounter this issue:  
Royal Troon - corner at Southern Hills, 
Norman - corner at Royal Troon, Norman - 
curve approaching Faldo, Hagen - corner 
at Independence, Southern Hills - curve by 
Royal Troon [and also along Daley Drive 
and Oak Tree].  Thank you for your atten-
tion to this matter-  Ridgeview Ranch 
Resident.
