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Area schools, including Plano,

off and unplug any appliances 
that are not in use. *Close 
shades and blinds to prevent 
losing heat through the win-
dows. *Do not use large appli-
ances, like the dishwasher or 
washing machine, until later in 
the day.  Temperatures are often 
at their coldest around 7:00 a.m. 
and, likewise, the demand for 
electricity typically peaks be-

tween 7:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 

It is particularly 
crucial to conserve power during 
this hour in order to prevent the 
rolling blackouts from coming 
back to North Texas.
