Q.  What is the best way for residents to contact 
the ACC to make home improvements? 
A.  First check the Ridgeview Ranch HOA website 
http://www.ridgeviewranch.org Just click on the 
ACC button and you will find the ACC Project 
Submittal Forms which have the email and FAX 
number on the form that you can use to submit 
your request.  If you have questions about what 
the guidelines are for a particular project, please 
call (469-246-3500) or email Michele Drain our 
CCMC Community Manger at 
mdrain@ccmcnet.com.  She is always more than 
happy to help get you the forms and require-
ments and when you complete them, they for-
ward them on to our ACC committee for review.

Q.  Why are committees like the ACC important 
to our community? 
A.  I think everyone wants to preserve the beauty 
of our neighborhood and strike a good balance 
between individual expressions of taste and 
promoting an attractive neighborhood with 
universal appeal to our community.

that is charged with using 
its best efforts to promote 
and ensure a high level of 
taste, design, quality, 
harmony and conformity 

throughout the neighborhood to be consistent with 
our Declarations."  The ACC is "empowered to publish 
or modify from time to time design and development 
standards for the community" which must be ap-
proved by the Board.   
What this means is that our committee reviews all the 
homeowner improvement requests which we check 
for compliance with our HOA Covenants and quality 
and harmony in the neighborhood. Often times we do 
"site visits" to better understand the improvement 
request.  When a homeowner's request doesn't com-
ply, we get information to the homeowner to inform 
them of why their particular request was not compli-
ant and often times will suggest some modifications 
that could make it compliant.  
We also review current architectural control standards 
and try to identify constructive changes.  Right now 
our committee is looking at trying to simplify some of 
the processing and use a common sense approach to 
this process.  None of us like overly bureaucratic HOAs 
so we are working to move requests through the pipe-
line.  Look for more information on this later this year! 
Q.  What do the residents of Ridgeview Ranch need 
to know about the ACC? 
A.  Everyone has copies of the HOA Covenants which 
they received when they bought their homes.  Up-
dates are mailed to the community when they oc-
cur.  Many people forget about these documents and 
Covenants over the years but they contain important 
information on how the ACC and the Board operate as 
well as various requirements for home improvements, 
lawn care, maintenance, and general neighborhood 
rules to help keep our neighborhood safe and beauti-
ful.  They are also posted on the RR HOA website 
http://www.ridgeviewranch.org Just click on the ACC 
button and you will find these important documents 
as well as ACC Project Submittal Forms.   
As a reminder, ALL improvements must be submitted 
to the ACC for approval BEFORE the work is begun -- 
things like replacing fences, painting any exterior of 
your house a different color than it is now, removing 
trees, landscaping changes, storm doors, solar screens, 
back yard improvements like gazebos, patio roofs, and 
the list of course goes on and on. Basically anything 
that is going to change the exterior appearance of 
your house or yard needs to be submitted to the ACC 
for review and approval.  If you don't submit a request

Q.  What is your favorite thing about our community? 
A.   The wonderful neighborhood feel - friendly 
neighbors, nice houses, parks, near the golf course, 
people have great pride in their homes as evidenced by 
how well they care for them -- it feels like home! 
Q.  Why did you decide to become a community volun-
teer?  
A.   I figured it was time to pitch in and help. I had been 
thinking about it for a while and then when some archi-
tectural issues came up in the annual meeting, I decided 
it was time to join the group that helps set and enforce 
community wide standards and start contributing to the 
community.   I have to say that Caroline Chandler was 
terrific too -- she let us work a lot via the internet which 
eliminated any work related excuses for not join-
ing!  Getting involved in helping out allows you to give 
your input where it can be instrumental for the commu-
nity.
